	Are there any times when group sizes/ratios make a situation unsafe?
	Large spaces being used to play games, children taking turns to keep everyone involved
	Children waiting a long time in batting line, bored when fielding
	Children in the class, tutor delivering
	Create multiple games to reduce numbers, put rules in place, take turns to keep interest
	

	Is the clothing appropriate for each activity/sport?
	Policies followed, Sensible footwear and clothing 
	Children working in kit which is unsafe
	Individuals involved, parents and tutors
	Sanction if no kit, spare kit used, reminders of appropriate clothing
	

	Is the policy to remove jewellery consistently applied?
	Polices followed, all jewellery removed
	Jewellery not seen or children refusing to remove
	Children involved
	No participation with jewellery in, tape up where possible
	

	Are the school’s policies on physical contact known and applied?
	Policies found on websites and school offices 
	Lack of communication, policies unknown
	Tutors, school and children
	All staff to read and adhere to schools policies
	

	Are there any concerns about Disability Act requirements?
	Lessons are adapted where possible, support staff used, understanding of each need
	Not all sports are adaptable, playing area may be unsafe, equipment not appropriate
	Individuals with SEND, staff and supporting staff
	Staff made aware of the act/needs, equipment changed, and games adapted for all
	

	Do the students know and safely apply departmental routines?
	All games demonstrated and explain by staff, high expectations
	Children making the decision to go against rules and routines, children may not understand
	Children involved and tutor leading
	All staff to have high expectations, staff to constantly recap routines, sanctions in place (behavior)
	

	Are there any safety issues about participation in a specific activity?
	Rules, guidelines and policies in place 
	Children working on a large open field, lack of checks for safety due to size and time, children working unsafely in area
	Children involved, tutor leading, safeguarding lead
	Tutor positioning to be perfect always, smaller pitches to be created to bring children in, checks to be made during warmups 
	

	Are there any other student related safety concerns that require attention?
	All techniques demonstrated and explained (How to swing bat, distance kept away)
	Misuse of equipment, lack of concentration
	Children, tutor leading, class teacher
	Class to work with soft bats and balls if working unsafely, reduce numbers to keep concentration
	

	Are student led warmups in both a Dynamic & Static way that is monitored by staff?
	Staff are always in lesson and children are never left alone
	Not all children may be on task or listening to each other
	Class participation, Individuals self esteem
	Tutor to lead warm up, or ask for specific parts to be delivered by children
	

	Do written schemes of work set out safety issues to be followed?
	All work demonstrates and explains how to set out and run lessons
	Schemes may not have detailed instructions for each issue
	Tutor leading the session
	Apply more safety instructions to a plan, guide tutors to risk assessments
	

	Do lessons provide appropriate and effective warmups and cool downs?
	All lessons are broken into three parts
	Time being reduced and lessons being cut short, not stretching 
	Tutor and children involved
	Create short but effective warmups and cool downs, all staff to apply them
	

	Are all Staff involved in the delivery of these Risks aware of what could happen? (School & Live & Learn Staff alike).
	All staff briefed and read the risk assessments for all specific sports and activities
	Staff not taking the responsibility to read the correct risk assessments
	Children being taught, schools being worked in, staff teaching the lesson
	All staff to be instructed to read risk assessments before teaching, assessments put in place for all sports
	

	Has the area being used, been scanned and checked beforehand?
	Floor and area being checked before lesson, sharp objects removed, checks for no exits
	All on a wide-open field, large area to cover, spillages/breakages not seen
	Children involved and all staff involved in lesson
	All areas to be checked beforehand, any issues to be dealt with before a lesson begins
	

	Are all children working safely with the equipment being used?
	Correct techniques and handling methods demonstrated before all games
	Hard rounders and cricket bats being misused, hard wind balls and rounders balls thrown incorrectly
	Children participating, First aid lead, tutor leading
	Tutors to have high expectations of all, sanctions in place, equipment changed if used unsafely
	

	Are children working at a safe distance from each other, when working individually or in small groups?
	Games to be set out so that all players have a safe zone around them, turn taking, spots used to show places of work and not allowing children to choose
	Children working too closely together could result in an accident, bats being swung, wicket keepers or fielders too close, running before balls being struck
	Children participating in class
	Games to be spaced out and safe zones added, reduce children on each game and tutor position to be effective, sanctions for anyone working unsafely
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Written Risk Assessments should be reviewed on a regular basis but also following a near miss or injury. All staff involved in Live and Learn should know the location of and read the assessments.
